RESPONDENT’S RESPONSE TO PETITION FOR TEMPORARY SUSPENSION
Comes now Disciplinary Counsel, on behalf of the Board of Professional Responsibility,
and makes the following Reply to Respondent’s Response to Petition for Temporary Suspension:

The Respondent asserts that the Board’s Petition for Temporary Suspension and
supporting affidavits show acts of the Respondent that have “already occurred” and therefore the

Respondent does not pose a threat of substantial harm to the public.

The Board respectfully asserts that the Respondent’s eleven (11) letters to defendant
Christopher Adams reflect the Respondent surreptitiously provided legal advice to a defendant
represented by counsel over a period of two (2) years, without the knowledge or consent of the
defendant’s counsel. The Respondent intentionally and secretly corresponded with the defendant

as reflected in the Respondent’s letter to the defendant which states in part:

T am taking a chance by writing to you without your attorney knowing it. It would mean a
lot of trouble for me if yon ever mentioned it. It is against the rules to communicate with
someone who has counsel without the permission of the lawyer. You are learning the law
so you can look in the disciplinary/ethical rules of the Tennessee Supreme Court if you
are interested. Anyway, what I want to say to you is not necessarily anything I want to

get his approval on. So please keep this between you and me. Undated letter from
Respondent to Adams, at Collective Exhibit B to Affidavit of Sandy Garrett.

The Board further asserts the Respondent’s correspondence to defendant Adams shows
the Respondent influenced his own Assistant District Attorney to coniro} the outcome of the

defendant’s case. Specifically, the Respondent’s undated letier to the defendant states in part:

First of all you don’t need to plead to first degree. The reason I am saying that is
that the day you came to Cookeville back in the summer to enter that plea I was
off. 1take a day every summer to just run around town with my kids. 1'was ata
train store around 10:00 and had this terrible feeling came over me about you
entering that plea. It did not seem right. I called David Patterson on his cell
phone in court. He keeps it on vibrate. 1 told him that I wanted more time to
work with this case. I didn’t think you had gotten a chance to test the validity of
the confession and some other things. I knew the death penalty thing was not a
real possibility and didn’t feel right having it used as a threat to gt you to plea
away the rest of your life. You would be entering a plea to the very worst possible

scenario for you. Why not have the opporhumity to have your day in court and say
what you wanted to say.

David wanted to go forward with it and did not understand what T had on my
mind. However he did not think that Mrs. Kelly’s family was there in court and

we had not talked to them about the plea (they actually were but had just not made
the connection).

Again, keep everything I have said here and even the fact that I have written to
you under your hat. I would be hung out to dry and also conflicted out of this
case. Undated letter from Respondent to Adams, at Collective Exhibit B to
Affidavit of Sandy Garrett.
After the defendant pled guilty to second degree murder and especially aggravated
robbery, and had pending a Petition for Post Conviction Relief, the Respondent again wrote the

defendant providing the defendant with confidential information as reflected in part:

I wanted to drop you a line to stay connected and let you know what is going on
around here. David Patterson is the A.D.A. who has had your case (whenever I
wasn’t interfering with it). David got your amended petition and said we shouid

just agree to the post conviction and then take you to trial for 1* degree! Ihave
not told him a lot about our communications because I don’t want him thinking I
am biased or that T have been snowed. Besides that it is between you and me and
God. 1let David P. Know that I didn’t like his idea very much. He talked it over
with Bob Krocssik who didn’t like it either. So, he is off of that. Respondent’s

January 10, 7 Letter to Adams, at Collective Exhibit B to Affidavit of Sandy
Garrett.

The Respondent continued providing the defendant with legal advice and confidential

information as follows:

I am glad you are pursuing your post conviction.

Jared has to pretty much attack Brady and at some point I have to swim upstream
against my normal role and against the establishment. I don’t mean to sound like I
am conspiring against my own “side” but there is a bigger authority here and we
have both seen Him at work in your case. I will be obedient to Him and trust Him
to do what wants to with it, and with us. I will be in prayer with you on that from
now unti] then.

I talked o your mom some about the P.C. She was very concerned that it could
end you up worse off. In theory it could. It could set aside your plea and open
everything back up. A vindictive prosecutor could then fry to go tougher. But we
don’t have a vindictive prosecutor so there is no way it can end up any worse.
Respondent’s October 23, 2005 letter to Adams, at Collective Exhibit B o
Affidavit of Sandy Garrett.

Disciplinary Counsel, on behalf of the Board of Professional Responsibility, respectfully
asserts that the Respondent’s two (2) year pattemn of surreptitiously providing confidential
information and legal advice to a defendant represented by counsel, while the Respondent’s own
office was prosecuting that same defendant reflects a clear threat of substantial harm to the

public. As the District Attorney for the 13" Judicial District, the Respondent is required by the

In the Sunday, September 17, 2006 front page report of the Herald-Citizen, the
Respondent has stated “I have done what I consider to be morally right, and I don’t plan to resign
my job or do anything but go forward.” Mary Jo Denton, Gibson: T won’t resign, Herald-Citizen,
September 17, 2006, at A1, attached as Exhibit A,

The Board of Professional Responsibility respectfilly asserts the Respondent’s
intentional violations of the Rules of Professional Conduct coupled with the Respondent’s lack
of remorse for his conduct reflects the continuing substantial harm the Respondent poses to the
public.

AFFIDAVIT OF WILLIAM E, GIBSON

My name is William Edward Gibson, I am the duly elected District Attorney General for
the 13™ Judicial District. I was first elected to this office in 1990 and have served continuously
since then. Previous to that I had served approximately 10 years as a Police Officer for the City
of Cookeville and an Emergency Medical Technician for the Putnam County Ambulance
Service. I worked my way through law school while serving full time as a police officer. I have
been an attorney in good standing since 1987 and with no disciplinary actions to the best of my
knowledge and recollection.

During the past 16 years as District Attorney General 1 have prosecuted numerous cases
and coordinated numerous investigations, I have personally prosecuted two death penalty cases,
one resulting in a death penalty verdict and the other in a life sentence. I have prosecuted many
other homicide cases and every other kind of case. In 2000, I prosecuted and convicted the killer
of Senator Tommy Burks in a very complex and high profile case. I have over the years eatned a
reputation as being a good trial attorney and prosecutor. 1 was unopposed in the recent election
and began my third term on September 1.

My jurisdiction includes 7 counties. The 13th District is the largest and likely most
complicated Judicial District in Tennessee. My office is presently in a state of transition and
personnel shortage with several assistant District Attorneys General out due to sickness, child
birth and new employment. I am working daily to see that cases are prepared and dockets
covered. I am scheduled to personally try a jury case this Friday September 22nd. Among other
things 1 am also invelved in coordinating several ongoing child abuse investigations, ongoing
narcotics investigations, a complicated murder investigation, an upcoming murder trial and two
newly charged vehicular homicide cases. These are matters that would present extreme difficulty
and hardship if I were unable to proceed n performing my duties of office. It is a critical time
wherein the public interest is best served by no reduction in resources or interruption in
leadership of this office.

In addition to criminal investigations and prosecutions I have personally initiated and
been involved in many prevention and community projects related to the criminal justice system.



In my professional capacity and in conjunction with the duties of my office I am actively
involved in the ongoing efforts of the state and local chapters of the Mothers Against Drunk
Driving, being awarded their award of excellence in prosecution in 2003, the University of
Memphis, DUIITS (Driving Under the Influence Information Tracking System), Genesis House
(Domestic Violence Response), The Upper Cumberiand Children’s Advocacy Center and
Cumberland Children’s Center-House of Hope, The Stephens Center for the Prevention of Child
Abuse, The 13" Judicial District Drug Task Force, The Middle Tennessee Meth Task Force, The
Central Tennessce Meth Task Force, The developing Putnam and Dekalb County Drug Courts,
The Department of Labor workforce drug prevention effort, local anti drug and viclence
coalitions, and court security committees.

I acknowledge that I had communication with a represented party. I have acknowledged
that fact to the Board and have cooperated fully with each and every inquiry. I have expressed
my willingness to participate in any reasonable corrective action they deem appropriate to the
situation. The nature of the communication, while clearly a violation, was intended for the
benefit and not the detriment of the represented party. I see that it was wrong and an exercise of
extremely poor judgment. I will now face a disciplinary proceeding and other ramifications of
these actions. I know the law and the rules, the duties of my office, and where I stepped over the
line. This is an isolated event, and will never be repeated. I pose no threat of substantial or other
harm to the public. It is my belief based on all of the information herein that my temporary
suspension would serve no necessary purpose in protecting the public. Based on the information
contained herein, I further believe that the disruption of leadership of this office, my duties, and
these ongoing activities would be detrimental to the public good.

I am John Philip Parsons. 1am licensed to practice law in Tennessee, My Board
of Professional Responsibility number is 011636, My law office is located at 205 Reagan
Street, Cookeville, Tennessee 38501. Iam a solo practitioner.

In June 2006 [ was appointed to represent Christopher B. Adams, TDOC #
00328180 in a post conviction proceeding filed by him in the Criminal Court for Putnam
County, Tennessee. Mr. Adams had pled guilty and been convicted in November 2004 in
Putnam County, Tennessee of second degree murder and especially aggravated robbery.
He received a 20 year sentence for the second degree murder and a 15 year sentence for
the robbery. The sentences were to run consecutively for a total of 35 years of
incarceration. He is currently incarcerated in Pikeville, Tennessee.

Mr. Adams had been represented in the original proceeding, including the plea
hearing, by David Brady, District Public Defender. Upon his filing of a post conviction
petition Brett Jared, a young lawyer in private practice in Cookeville, Tennessee was
appointed to represent Mr. Adams. Mr. Jared was appointed in October, 2005 to
represent Mr. Adams. He withdrew in March 2006 due to difficulties with his client.

Upon receiving my appointment I interviewed Mr. Brett Jared and received a
copy of his file. He told me that Mr. Adams would not cooperate with him and had
“taiked to the state” but could not get any definite details about who or what Mr. Adams
was talking about. Over the next month (July) I réceived and reviewed the State District
Attorney file, the Circuit Coust Clerk file and the Public Defenders file. I found nothing

amiss or unusual in the files or pleadings.



On August 7, 2006, [ arranged to meet Mr. Adams at the Southeast Regional
Corrections Facility in Pikeville, Tennessee. I interviewed Mr, Adams for about two and
a half hours. Early in the conversation I asked him wiy Mr. Jared withdrew. He then
shared with me that he had been corresponding with District Atiorney General William
(Bill} Gibson for some time. He showed me one letter dated March 6, 2006 wherein
General Gibson wrote him and promised Mr. Adams “You are at the max you’ll ever
have to worry about”, and seemed to indicate a promise to get his senience fixed to
fifteen years. I did not get a copy of any letters at that time, but asked Mr. Adams to mail
it and any others to someone he trusted so that I could get a copy. He agreed to mail
them to his mother.

On Friday, August 11, 2006, 1 obtained copies of four letters from Donetta
Schmidt, Mr. Adam’s mother, and on Tuesday, August 15, 2006, I received copies of
eleven letters from Christopher Adams® mother, who lives in Cookeville, Tennessee.
Four of these eleven letters were the same as the first four that | received. Afier
reviewing these letters I became seriously concerned that the letters outlined a scheme to
commit a fraud on the court and to rig Mr. Adams’ post conviction proceeding to enable
him to obtain a more favorable sentence. That same day I expressed my concerns to the
presiding criminal court judge, Leon Burns, that [ believed that I had uncovered a
conspiracy to commit a fraud. I informed him that I must get counsel and seek guidance
from the Board of Professional Responsibilify as to my duty and whether these letters
were privileged communications.

On Thursday, May 17, 2006, I met with Lance Bracy of the Board of Professional

Responsibility in Nashville, Tennessee. In attendance was my counsel, Joseph Edwards,



of Cookeville, Tennessee. I gave Mr, Bracy a copy of all the letters | had received and
was advised to report the content of these letters to the United States Aitorney. During
the afternoon of May 17, 2006, I met with representatives of the U.S. Attorney’s Office.
After much consultation I was direc}'ed to meet with Roy Copeland of the
Tennessee Bureau of Investigation in Lebanon, Tennessee, that same day. I provided him
copies of the letters and have since been informed that a criminal investigation is
proceeding. 1 provided copies of the letters to Judge Leon Burns and on August 25,
2006, I met with Christopher Adams. I informed Mr. Adams of the ethical issues and

criminal issues and he has directed me to withdraw or stay his post conviction request.
