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Section 2-101
General Provisions

The qualifications, powers and duties of election officials, the preparation, form and distribution of ballots, the method of voting and the procedure for ascertaining and certifying the result shall be the same as that prescribed for general elections by the Wisconsin Statutes, except as hereinafter provided in this chapter.

Section 2-102
Regular Elections

Regular municipal elections shall be held on the first Tuesday of April in each year.

Section 2-103
Special Elections

Special elections shall be held according to law at such time and place as the Village Board shall designate.

Section 2-104
Elective Officers

The elective officers of the Village shall be the President, six Trustees and the Municipal Justice.

Section 2-105
Terms of Elective Officers

The terms of office of the President and Trustees shall be three years with two Trustees being elected annually.  The term of office of the Municipal Justice shall be three years.

Section 2-106
Vacancies

A vacancy in any elective office shall be filled inn accordance with the provisions of State law.

Section 2-107
Eligibility of Voters

All persons who are U.S. citizens, 18 years or older, and who have been bona fide residents of the Village of Shorewood for ten days next preceding a municipal election therein, and who are otherwise qualified under the constitution and the Wisconsin Statutes, shall be entitled to vote at any municipal election held in the Village.

Section 2-201
General

It shall be the duty of the Village Clerk to prepare and furnish copies of registrations, and all books, maps and instructions for the use and guidance of inspectors and clerks of elections, and to carry out all laws, rules and regulations pertaining to registration and conduct of elections, and to perform such other and further duties as may be required of him by the Village Board.

Additions to Voters Lists

Additions to the registry of voters for the Village shall be made by the filing of registration cards in accordance with provisions of Chapter 6 of the Wisconsin Statutes.

Section 2-203
Removal from List

Removal from the registry list shall be made by the Clerk in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 6 of the Wisconsin Statutes.

Nominations


All nominations for elective Village offices shall be made by a nonpartisan election preceded by filing nomination papers with the Village Clerk in accordance with  Wisconsin Statutes.

Polling Places

There are and shall be six polling places in the Village of Shorewood, to be designated by the Village Board.  The polls shall be open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. for all elections.


Section 2-302
Supplies

By 6:30 a.m.. on the morning of any election or primary election, an inspector of election from each election ward shall procure from the Police Department all blanks and supplies necessary for the conduct of elections.

Section 2-303
Compensation

The compensation to be paid all election officials in Shorewood shall be specified by resolution of the Village Board.

Section 2-304
Canvass of Returns

The Board of Canvassers, which shall consist of the Village Clerk and two qualified electors appointed by the Village Clerk according to law, shall canvass the returns within 24 hours of the closing of the polls, and declare the result of every local, special or referendum election held in and for the Village.
